BOW TREE RANCH 
Laramie County, Wyoming 

 
 
 

 
 
 

The Bow Tree Ranch offers the chance to own one of Wyoming's most historic and 
scenic ranches just a short drive from Cheyenne, Wyoming.  With an abundance of pine 
and cedar trees, deep canyons, and live water this must see ranch is a one of a kind in 
the area. 
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LOCATION & ACCESS 
 
The Bow Tree Ranch is located approximately 50 miles northeast of Cheyenne, Wyoming.  From 
Cheyenne travel approximately 42 miles east on I-80 to Pine Bluffs, then travel north on State 
Highway 215 for approximately 18 miles to Albin and stay on Highway 215 for another six miles to the 
ranch.  The Bow Tree Ranch can also be accessed via State Highway 85 north of Cheyenne.  Take 
Highway 85 approximately 36 miles to State Highway 216 (Albin Highway); proceed east for 
approximately 10 miles to Albin and then go north on Highway 215 for six miles.  The Bow Tree 
Ranch offers paved road access with year-round maintenance and snow removal.

COMMUNITY AMENITIES 
 
Albin, Wyoming 
Albin, Wyoming, population 120, provides a K-6 school, a post office, a café and a convenience store, 
as well as a bar.  Locals wishing to shop, seek medical care, or other professional services, travel 
primarily to Cheyenne, Pine Bluffs, or Torrington.  Students in Albin, Pine Bluffs, and Burns enjoy 
state-of-the-art technology while benefiting from a rather low student to teacher ratio.  High School 
age kids typically attend Burns or Pine Bluffs High School.  Albin, Burns, and Pine Bluffs make up 
Laramie County School District #2.  For information on all the schools in the district visit;

For those interested in college level courses, Cheyenne is home to Laramie County Community 
College and Torrington is home to Eastern Wyoming College.  The University of Wyoming is 112 
miles away in Laramie, Wyoming. 
 
Pine Bluffs, Wyoming 
The city of Pine Bluffs has a population of approximately 1,153.  Pine Bluffs offers many amenities 
including a medical clinic, dentist office, veterinarian clinic, a municipal airport, two banks, six dining 
establishments, an auto parts store, a grocery store and flower shop, a feed store, two truck stops, 
and a grain receiving and storage facility adjacent to the Union Pacific Railroad.  In addition to other 
small businesses, Pine Bluffs also has a K-12 public school.  For more information on Laramie 
County, and Pine Bluffs Wyoming visit their web sights at http://pinebluffs.org/ or 
http://www.laramiecounty.com/. 

 
Burns Wyoming 
Burns Wyoming, which is located approximately 35 miles from the ranch and 29 miles east of 
Cheyenne on Interstate 80, has a population of 285 according to the 2000 census.  This rural 
Wyoming town has a library, a bank, and a K-12 school with approximately 231 students.  For more

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Cheyenne, Wyoming 
On July 4th, 1867 the first settlers pitched their tents in what is now known as Cheyenne.  The first 
residents moved to the area to work on the Union Pacific Railroad.  By 1869, soldiers from Fort D.A. 
Russell (which is now F.E. Warren Air Force Base) and Camp Carlin combined with the railroad 
gangs to make up the majority of Cheyenne's population.  Today, Cheyenne is not only the state 
capitol of Wyoming, but is also the seat of Laramie County, the home of F.E. Warren Air Force Base, 
and of Laramie County Community College, most recently named as the #1 digital savvy midsize 
community college in the nation. 
 
Cheyenne is strategically located at the intersection of I-80 and I-25 as well as at the crossroads of 
the Union Pacific and Burlington Northern Railroads.  This has made Cheyenne a major transportation 
hub and an important center of commerce both in the Rocky Mountain Region and nationally.  Many 
consider Cheyenne to be the northern anchor city of the Front Range of the Rocky Mountains. 
 
Cheyenne is also home to the world’s largest outdoor rodeo and western celebration, Cheyenne 
Frontier Days.  Held annually in the last full week in July, Frontier Days is a ten-day celebration of the 
western heritage that consists of professional rodeos, concerts, art shows, carnival, parades, and air 
show featuring the US Air Force Thunderbirds.   
 
Cheyenne accounts for approximately 53,000 of the 82,400 Laramie County residents.  In addition to 
the jobs created by the State Of Wyoming, Laramie County, local government, and F.E. Warren Air 
Force Base, Cheyenne has also used its close proximity to the Colorado Front Range to create a 
thriving business environment.  Now known as the Magic City of the Plains, Cheyenne still continues 
its strong ties to agriculture and its western roots.  For more information on Cheyenne please visit:

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SIZE & DESCRIPTION 
 
A recent survey indicates that the Bow Tree Ranch consists of 1,636± deeded acres. 
 
As documented in the book Longhorns North of the Arkansas by Ralph F. Jones, a young cowboy by 
the name of Frank Jones purchased a ranch on Bushnell Creek in 1898.  Jones described the ranch 
in those days by saying “The small Bushnell Creek cut through a wild and rather rugged, hilly country, 
where there were large, white sandstone outcroppings, and where the country was covered with a 
light growth of scrub cedar and pine timber.  This, at one time, had been great Indian country.  
Arrowheads, as well as other relics, evidence of the Indian way of life, were to be found quite easily.”  
 
To this day the Bow Tree Ranch draws you in and takes you back in time to a world where thousands 
of head of cattle, which traveled the still visible Texas - Montana Cattle Trail, watered from the over 
two miles of live water provided by Bushnell and Branigan Creeks and various springs on the ranch.  
Indians are believed to have carved bows from a section of the Bow Tree, which is still on the 
property.  The Bow Tree and numerous arrowheads hint of a time when buffalo roamed the prairie.  
The appropriately named Indian Bead Hill reminds us of a lost culture where simple artistic pageantry 
was a sign of pride and tradition.  Evidence of the remains of Frank Jones’ log cabin still exist as a 
reminder of a time when strangers were welcomed into his home for a much needed warm meal and 
a good night’s sleep before continuing on a long arduous journey through hostile territory.  For those 
interested, Longhorns North of the Arkansas provides a window into the history of not only the 
untamed area that became the Bow Tree Ranch, but also the characters and wildlife that inhabited it. 
 

 
 
With major airports in Denver and Cheyenne and paved road access to the ranch, much has changed 
about the area and the accessibility of the Bow Tree Ranch.  However, once off the beaten path, this 
virtually undisturbed ranch offers a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to trade the hustle and bustle of 
today’s fast paced world for a less complicated more peaceful way of life.

WATER RIGHTS 

 
The Bow Tree Ranch is very well watered with over two miles of live water provided by Bushnell 
Creek, Branigan Creek, and several springs.  There is also a windmill with a 3,000-gallon storage tank 
and a submersible pump along with a 60’ X 200’ pond. 
 
A complete water search shall be performed by the Wyoming State Engineers Office and shall be 
made available to all prospective buyers.  All water rights deemed applicable to the subject property 
shall be included in the sale.

REAL ESTATE TAXES 
 

The 2007 Laramie County property taxes for the Bow Tree Ranch were $395.31. 
 

 
RANCHING OPERATIONS 

 
In addition to guided mule deer and turkey hunts, the current owner runs approximately 120 cow/calf 
pairs on the ranch from late May through mid-October.  
 

 
 

IMPROVEMENTS 
 
The entire ranch is fenced and cross-fenced with four and five wire barbed wire.  In addition, there is a 
60’ X 200’ pond, a windmill with a 3,000-gallon storage tank, and a submersible pump. 
 
 

UTILITIES 
 
High West Energy provides electrical power in the area while RT Communications provides local 
residents with phone and high-speed Internet. 
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WILDLIFE AND RECREATION 
 
With its live water and exceptional tree-covered canyons, the Bow Tree Ranch provides an ideal 
habitat for a number of wildlife species.  The springhead of Bushnell Creek is a breeding ground for 
the thriving Miriam Turkey population while a number of trophy mule deer from the surrounding hay 
fields find shelter in the deep canyons.  In addition, several fox, coyotes, bobcats, porcupines, 
raccoons, rabbits, and an occasional elk can be found on the ranch.  Hawk Springs Reservoir, which 
is located approximately 25 miles north, provides the water sports enthusiast the opportunity to fish, 
boat, and water ski.  Its close proximity to the Rocky Mountains and the front range of Colorado, as 
well as the city of Cheyenne, affords one the opportunity to experience all that cities have to offer 
while maintaining the western way of life.
