LOCATION AND ACCESS

DESCRIPTION OF THE LAND AND ELEVATION

The terrain of the ranch consists of hills, draws, and gently rolling rangeland providing an abundance of
natural protection for livestock. High protein native grasses such as black root, sand grasses, and
gramma are found on the ranch. Soils consist primarily of sandy/sandy clay loams. There are no interior
fences on the ES Grass Ranch, however, the exterior fences are 4 and 5 strand barb wire fences and
are in good repair. The elevation of the ES Grass Ranch ranges from 4,528’ to 4,768 above sea level.

WATER

The ranch is watered by two windmills and two very good water gaps on Rawhide Creek. A new well
was drilled and pump-tested by Bronco Drilling in 2006, and it is located west of the water gap in the
northeast corner of the ranch.
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The windmill on the northern end of the ranch, by the corrals, can also be operated off a submersible
well. There is a Kawaski 8 KW portable generator with a 250 gallon propane tank that is used to run the
well during the summer months if there is not enough wind to operate the windmill. A 30,000 gallon
storage tank, along with a 28 foot bottomless tank, is also located at the windmill which is also utilized for
watering livestock. The second windmill is located at the southern end of the ES Grass Ranch. A large
storage tank with two stock tanks on a float system provides a very reliable source of water for livestock.

Along the northeast part of the ranch, as well as in the east-central part, are two water gaps running
along Rawhide Creek that allow additional water for livestock and wildlife.

LEASE INFORMATION

There are approximately 740 of State of Wyoming lease acres on the ES Grass Ranch. State Lease No.
1-8843 is rated for 212 AUMs. The cost per AUM for 2010 is $4.85 which equates to an annual cost of
$1,028.20. State of Wyoming leases are renewable every 10 years, and the State lease for the ranch
expires January 1, 2015.

There are also approximately 360 acres of Bureau of Land Management (BLM) lease ground included on
the ES Grass Ranch. The BLM Southwick Allotment #00395 is rated at 79 AUMs at an annual cost of
$1.35 per AUM which equates to an annual cost of $106.65. BLM leases renew every 10 years, and the
BLM lease on the ES Grass Ranch is up for renewal in February 2013.
