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LOCATION & ACCESS 
 
The Foster Acreage is located on the southern edge of the Black Hills in southwestern South 
Dakota.   It is easily accessible year-round from West Argyle Road which is a well-maintained, 
graveled, county road that intersects US Highway 89 approximately 6.5 miles south of Pringle, South 
Dakota.  The turn off to the property from the county road is a little over two miles west of the 
highway.  The county road dead-ends at the property which is located approximately 20 miles south of 
Custer, South Dakota; approximately 23 miles northwest of Hot Springs, South Dakota; and 
approximately 24 miles northeast of Edgemont, South Dakota. 
 
 

 
 
 

SURROUNDING AREA 
 
Custer, South Dakota, which is located 20 miles northeast of the property, has a population of 1,860.  
It is the county seat, and offers a friendly, hometown atmosphere with all the desirable amenities of a 
traditional rural South Dakota town.  Custer has an excellent school system with a low student/teacher 
ratio (K-12), a bank, several churches, restaurants, motels, an incredible nine-hole golf course, retail 
stores, community hospital, YMCA, veterinary clinic, and a paved airstrip.  For more information, 
please visit www.custer-sd.com.  
 
Hot Springs, the county seat for Fall River County, population 4,102, is located 23 miles southeast of 
the Foster Acreage.  Known as the Southern Gateway to the Black Hills, Hot Springs is a friendly town 
with beautiful sandstone architecture as well as home to Evans Plunge and its soothing natural hot 
springs.  It is next door to several famous attractions such as America’s Ice Age treasure, the 
Mammoth Site as well as the Wild Horse Sanctuary where American mustangs roam free.  Hot 
Springs is minutes away from Custer State Park and Wind Cave National Park and less than an hour 
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from Mount Rushmore.  Its economy is supported by the U.S. Veteran’s Administration Medical 
Center, the South Dakota State Soldier’s Home, county and state jobs as well as several retail stores, 
restaurants, motel, banks, and a kindergarten through 12th grade school district.  Please visit 
www.hotsprings-sd.com for more information about Hot Springs, South Dakota. 
 
Rapid City, population 60,262, is the second-largest city in the state of South Dakota and is located on 
the eastern side of the Black Hills. Thousands of visitors travel here every year to visit the many 
attractions, national parks, and monuments found throughout the area. Rapid City is the county seat 
of Pennington County and Ellsworth Air Force Base is located northeast of the city. The city is also 
home to many colleges and technical schools, is a major medical care center for a five-state region, 
and has many cultural resources usually found only in much larger urban areas.

14.31± Total Deeded Acres 
 
Scenic views of the Black Hills surround the Foster Acreage.  With a variety of topography and an 
elevation of approximately 4,800 feet above sea level, many of the hillsides are covered with pine and 
cedar trees along with grass-covered meadows.  The soil consists primarily of Paunsaugunt-Gurney 
complex with 2 to 15 percent slopes.   
 
The perimeter fence is constructed with four and five strands of barbed wire on wood or metal posts.

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WILDLIFE & RECREATION 
 
Mule deer, whitetail deer, wild turkeys, and an occasional elk abound on the Foster Acreage.  The 
topography and vegetation found on the property and in the surrounding area provide excellent 
habitat for the wildlife. This is a recreational haven that could be utilized for one’s personal enjoyment.  
 
A world of adventure can be discovered right near the Foster Acreage.  Custer State Park, Wind Cave 
National Park, and the Black Hills National Forest, which consists of 1.1 million acres of spectacular 
terrain and an abundance of wildlife, are minutes from the property.  Outdoor activities include 
camping, hiking, mountain biking, horseback riding, rock climbing, fishing, and snowmobiling as well 
as skiing at the Terry Peak and Deer Mountain Ski Areas.  Within an hour’s drive from the property, 
one can view Mount Rushmore, the Crazy Horse Memorial, Jewel Cave and Wind Cave, and many 
other sites and attractions in the Black Hills. 
 
 

WATER RIGHTS

has been inspected and permitted.  The owners transport water from Hot Springs.  The cost for 1,000 
gallons of water is $3.00. 
 
Power is available on the property which is provided by Black Hills Electric in Custer, South Dakota.  
A permitted septic system has also been installed on the property. 
 
 

COVENANTS 
 
The owner represents that the property will be subject to restrictive covenants, which the buyer will 
have the opportunity to review during the due diligence period. Buyers should do their own 
investigation of municipal, county, and state regulations to their own satisfaction prior to submitting an 
offer on the subject property.

The Foster Acreage is being offered for $150,000 (One Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars).
