Sioux County, Nebraska

Located near historic Fort Robinson, Nebraska, the Jordan Ranch is steeped
in history and offers some of the best grassland in the Nebraska Panhandle.



INTRODUCTION

The Jordan Ranch is a highly productive, low maintenance, contiguous grass ranch located north of
Harrison, Nebraska in Sioux County. With its 3,200 deeded acres, 3,520 acres of National Grassland
Lease, and 640 acres of State of Nebraska lease, this ranch is an exceptional 7,360 acre self-
sustaining cattle operation.

LOCATION & ACCESS

The ranch lies in the northwest corner of the Nebraska panhandle, southeast of the tri-state boundary
point where Wyoming, South Dakota and Nebraska meet. The property is located approximately 23
miles north of Harrison, Nebraska. To reach the Jordan Ranch from Harrison, travel north on County
Road 29 (Monroe Canyon Road) for 10.2 miles to where the road splits; go right (north) on the
Edgemont Road for 7.2 miles; then right (east) on the Montrose Road for 5.4 miles. The Jordan
Ranch will be on the left and off the county road about 3/4 of a mile.

The ranch is scenically situated below the picturesque Pine Ridge which crosses Sioux County from
the Wyoming border eastward. Several miles south of the ranch the ridge falls away into Sowbelly
and Monroe Canyons. These canyons house deeply wooded trails and cool, clear streams as well as
interesting formations in the terrain such as Inspiration Point.

The ranch has an approximate elevation of 3,700 feet above sea level, making it one of the lowest
elevations in the county. The ranches low elevation offers a number of advantages such as milder
winters which requires less hay to be fed to livestock, lower management requirements, easier calving
seasons, and longer growing seasons for hardy grass found on the ranch which is high in protein and
makes for excellent gains on livestock.

The county seat of Harrison sits at 4,878 feet, making it the highest town in the state and also one of
the coolest, with average summer temperatures between 77 degrees and 50 degrees. See the charts
below for historic climate data for Harrison Nebraska.
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Antelope Creek meanders through the central portion of the ranch, providing seasonal water and
year-round protection from the elements as its banks are lined with a humber of mature cottonwood
trees. From a certain vantage point, the ranch’s rolling grass-covered hillsides can be seen for miles
as the ridge of the Sowbelly Canyon looms on the horizon. In addition to Antelope Creek, there are
nine (9) reliable stock reservoirs scattered across the ranch providing excellent stock water along with
several miles of underground pipeline.

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SIOUX COUNTY & SURROUNDING AREA

Sioux County, which is located in the northwest corner of the Nebraska Panhandle and within which
the Jordan Ranch is situated, has a population of 1,476 according to the 2002 census. Harrison, the
county seat, with a population of 377, is a town with true-to-life “Old West” flavor and hospitality. The
area offers a certain quietness that can be felt in every mile of fence line and in every rolling hill,
offering a quality rural lifestyle. Sioux County residents are offered all the desirable amenities of a
traditional rural Nebraska town. Harrison has an exceptional school system with a low
student/teacher ratio (K-12), a bank, several churches and restaurants, town library, and retail stores.

Sioux County, which is named after the Sioux Indians, is home to several notable attractions including
the Agate Fossil Beds National Monument, the Cheyenne Outbreak Historical Monument, and the
Warbonnet Battlefield. In addition, Sioux and Dawes counties are home to Nebraska’'s premier state
park, Fort Robinson. This historical outpost served from the days of the Indian wars until after World
War Il. Fort Robinson was the sight of the 1879 Cheyenne Outbreak and the surrender and eventual
death of the famous Sioux Chief, Crazy Horse. Over the years the fort served as the Red Cloud
Indian Agency, as a cavalry remount station, K-9 training center, POW camp, and a beef research
station. Currently the park, and its many well-preserved attractions, serves as the region’s largest
tourist attraction.

The Soldier Creek Wilderness Area, consisting of 7,794 acres, is located approximately three miles
from the Sioux County Pine Ridge Ranch. Covered with forests, meadows, streams, ridges, buttes,
and rugged hills, there are also several small lakes which provide fishing opportunities. Although still
recovering from the 1989 fire that destroyed approximately 90% of its trees, this wilderness area
offers beautiful sites for visitors including the various wildlife that inhabit the area including elk, white-
tailed deer, mule deer, turkeys, coyotes, bobcats, eagles, and hawks. Since motorized and
mechanized vehicles (which include bicycles) are not allowed in wilderness areas, the Soldier Creek
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Wilderness Area is a popular destination for horseback riders. For more information please visit
www.wilderness.net/index.cfm?fuse=NWPS&sec=wildView&WID=560.

RANCHING OPERATION/HAY PRODUCTION

In 2009, the current owner grazed 150 cow/calf pairs along with bulls and a few saddle horses on the
ranch. With this plan, they budget for % of a ton of hay per head as well as additional protein which is
typically supplied in the form of 38% range cake. All the cows are range-calved, starting March 1st,
on the west end of the ranch, relying heavily on stockpiled grass and the natural protection provided
by Antelope Creek. This ranch plan has produced, on average, a 94% calf crop with weaned steers
weighing 635 pounds on October 10th. The high quality grasses of the area and the mild winters
make this truly one of the best low-overhead grass ranches in the region.

The ranch has approximately 250 acres of flood-irrigated hay ground watered from two different
irrigation reservoirs on the ranch. The larger of the two reservoirs is permitted for 776 acre feet of
water and is located on the deeded acres. The other irrigation reservoir is on the State of Nebraska
lease and is permitted for 137 acre feet. The current owner estimates an average annual yield of two
ton per acre on the irrigated hay ground in a single cutting with substantial grazing in the spring and
fall months. This practice has provided an excellent winter hay base while maintaining a low-
overhead grazing operation, making the Jordan ranch one of the best self-sustaining operations in
western Nebraska.

The fences on the ranch are mainly four and five strand barb wire and the ranch is cross fenced into
several pastures for flexible management and efficient grazing rotation. All fences are in good
condition. Stewardship of the land is evident in the abundance of grass and condition of the
pastures. This is a great opportunity to purchase some of the best grass in all of western Nebraska.

Local ranchers are able to chose from several livestock markets in the area including sale barns in

Crawford, Nebraska; Torrington, Wyoming; Belle Fourche, South Dakota; Rushville, Nebraska; and
Scottsbluff, Nebraska.

LEASE INFORMATION

NATIONAL GRASSLAND LEASE:

According to the National Forest Service in Chadron, Nebraska, the 3,520 acre National
Grassland lease is rated at 787 AUMs with 600 AUMs used in 2009. These acres are
administered by the Sugarloaf Grazing Association. The owner represents the 2009 National
Forest Service and the Sugar Loaf Grazing Association fees were $7.50 per AUM. The
grassland lease is typically utilized in the summer and early fall months although many
rotation options exist.

STATE OF NEBRASKA LEASE:
The 640 acre State of Nebraska lease is surrounded by deeded acres on three sides and runs
in common with the Jordan Ranch. The current lease is based on eight years and expires in
January 2019. The current lease rate is approximately $3,800.00 per year.
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WATER RIGHTS

The State of Nebraska Department of Natural Resources will provide a water research investigation to
all qualified, prospective buyers.

MINERAL RIGHTS

Fifty percent of all minerals owned by seller will transfer to the buyer at closing. The remaining fifty
percent will transfer in twenty years.

A modest set of improvements are located on the ranch including a house, Quonset-style shop,
machinery shed, barn, and working corrals which have been recently updated.

According to the Sioux County Assessor the 2009 taxes on the Jordan Ranch were $6,000 or $1.88
per deeded acre.
