SIZE & DESCRIPTION 
 

This beautiful 371.41± deeded acre ranch sits at the foot of the southern slope of Bear Mountain and 
could be used as an exclusive private country estate, an equestrian or livestock facility, or as an elite 
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sportsman retreat.  The property incorporates all the beauty of the unique rock outcroppings of Bear 
Mountain along the northern boundary of the ranch with the half-acre pond surrounded by mature 
cottonwood and Russian olive trees.  The spring-fed pond is stocked with large-mouth bass and 
bluegills.   
 
Bear Creek meanders through the ranch for over a mile providing ample live water for livestock and 
irrigation, as well as natural protection and habitat for several species of wildlife.  Territorial water 
rights for 42.2± acre feet of water are allotted to the ranch and are used to irrigate hay fields.

A well supplies water to the livestock.  For approximately 90 days in the fall, 40 to 50 head of steers 
are allowed to graze the meadows located along both sides of Bear Creek.  The owners state that the 
meadows have been used to put up native hay; however, this diminishes fall/winter grazing. 
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WATER RIGHTS 
 
The owners state that they own ten (10) shares of the Bear Creek Ditch Company.  They receive all 
the water that runs through the ditch for forty (40) hours each rotation and expect three rotations per 
year.  The irrigation water is distributed onto the fields through approximately 2,800 feet of 10-inch 
gated pipe that is arranged in two lines.  The only cost associated with the ditch is maintenance which 
is shared on a pro-rata basis with the other shareholders on the ditch.  As they own 10% of the 
shares, the owners are responsible for 10% of any maintenance on the ditch.  The owners state that 
there have been no maintenance costs in 2010 and 2011.  In 2008, there was cost of $151 for ditch 
cleaning as well as a cost for the same maintenance in 2009 of $85.50.

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WILDLIFE  
 
An abundance of wildlife frequents the property including mule deer, whitetail deer, ducks, geese, wild 
turkeys, coyotes and fox.
