LOCATION 
 
The Masonville Stone Quarry is located approximately 18 miles west of Interstate 25 by taking Exit 
265, Harmony Road, through south Fort Collins, Colorado.  From the Harmony Road exit, turn west 
and travel approximately 6.7 miles where Harmony Road turns into West County Road 38E.  Continue 
west past Horsestooth Reservoir for approximately 9.4 miles to Masonville, Colorado and the 
intersection with North County Road 27, Buckhorn Road.  Turn south and travel approximately 2.25 
miles to the intersection with North County Road 29. The Quarry is located at the southwest corner of 
this intersection. 
 
Approaching the quarry from Loveland, Colorado, you would travel approximately 13 miles from 
Interstate 25.  From Exit 257, Eisenhower Blvd / US 34, travel west for approximately 10.4 miles 
(through Loveland) to North County Road 27. Turn north and travel for approximately 3 miles to the 
intersection with North County Road 29.

SIZE & DESCRIPTION 
 
This profitable enterprise consists of 28± deeded acres with 9.4 acres permitted for surface mining of 
sandstone (silica, stone, quartzite).  Historically, the owner employs three people during the winter 
months and up to five people during the summer.  The entire north end of the property has been 
mined and reclaimed.  The quarry provides various types of stone including sandstones, which is 
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mined and stockpiled to provide the products throughout the year.  There is currently a lease in place 
which provides an additional $24,000± each year for rejected stone.  The lease could transfer with the 
sale of the property or the buyer could choose to cancel the lease.  Historically, the quarry is an 
excellent income-producer.  Income figures for the past six years shall be provided to interested, 
qualified buyers. 
   
 

 
 
 

MORRISON FORMATION 
 
The rock and stone found in the Masonville Stone Quarry is part of the Morrison Formation.  The 
following information regarding the Morrison Formation is from an Encyclopedia Britannica article 
which can be found at www.britannica.com:  

 
“…series of sedimentary rocks deposited during the Jurassic Period in western North America, from Montana to 
New Mexico. The Morrison Formation is famous for its dinosaur fossils, which have been collected for more 
than a century, beginning with a find near the town of Morrison, Colorado, in 1877. Radiometric dating indicates 
that the Morrison Formation is between 148 million and 155 million years old. Correlation of fossils indicates that 
it was deposited during the Kimmeridgian and early Tithonian ages and possibly during the latest Oxfordian 
Age. 
 
The sediments in the Morrison Formation include multicolored mudstones, sandstones, and conglomerates, as 
well as minor amounts of marls, limestone, and claystones. The sediments were derived from western 
mountains, such as the Sierra Nevada range, that were uplifted during Late Jurassic time. There are also 
numerous volcanic ash beds within the formation that have been used to date the deposits through radiometric 
techniques. Some sediment in the lowest portion of the Morrison Formation is marine in origin, but the majority 
of the sediments were deposited along rivers, streams, lakes, mudflats, swamps, and alluvial plains that 
covered the western interior of North America during the Late Jurassic.” 
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MASONVILLE STONE QUARRY PERMIT 
 
The Masonville Stone Quarry is permitted by the State of Colorado to surface mine sandstone 
(silica, stone, quartzite) on 9.4 acres of the property.  The permit number is M1986007.

COMMUNITY & RECREATIONAL AMENITIES 
 
Larimer County is the seventh most populous and the ninth most extensive of the 64 counties of the 
State of Colorado.  The county is located at the northern end of the Front Range, at the edge of the 
Colorado Eastern Plains along the border with Wyoming. Larimer County was named for William 
Larimer, Jr., the founder of Denver, who is believed to have never have set foot in the county. The 
United States Census Bureau estimates that the county population was 276,253 in 2006, a 9.84% 
increase since U.S. Census 2000.  The county seat and most populous city is Fort Collins. The Fort 
Collins-Loveland Metropolitan Statistical Area comprises Larimer County. 
 
Over half of the county is publicly owned due mostly to Roosevelt National Forest and Rocky 
Mountain National Park. Along with these federal lands, several state and county parks and recreation 
areas create numerous recreational opportunities for residents and visitors. Rocky Mountain National 
Park, near Estes Park, hosts over 3 million visitors a year. 
 
The county seat of Larimer County since 1868, Fort Collins is currently Colorado’s fifth largest city.  
Due to its favorable climate, panoramic mountain views and friendly people, Fort Collins has seen 
rapid growth for the past twenty-five years and continues to be one of the fastest growing cities in the 
United States. This kind of sustained growth has created a strong business environment that has 
brought corporations like Hewlett-Packard, Kodak, Allegheny Teledyne, LSI Logic, and Anheuser 
Busch to the area. Colorado State University is the largest employer in Larimer County with 
approximately 8,500 employees, and has an enrollment of approximately 22,000 students. 
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With the Poudre River Canyon nearby, Larimer County has long been known for outstanding kayaking 
and river rafting. Outdoor enthusiasts can enjoy rock climbing, hiking, mountain biking, cross country 
skiing, water skiing, horseback riding and many other activities.

It is popular for 
fishing, boating, water-skiing, and camping. This 6.5-mile reservoir is open year round and is a 
part of the Colorado-Big Thompson Project operated by the Bureau of Reclamation and the 
Northern Colorado Water Conservancy District. The purpose of this water project is to divert 
water from the west slope to the east slope for drinking water, irrigation, and hydropower 
generation. The Bureau of Reclamation is solely responsible for power generation. The 
agencies jointly manage water levels for irrigation, municipal and industry use.”
