Located in southeastern Wyoming, this year-round operation offers an abundance of
grassland, natural protection, and live water. Flowing beneath the rand&sis
cedar and pine tree-covered ridges are seven miles of perennialscheekded by

mature cottonwood trees.



LOCATION AND ACCESS

The headquarters of the Seven Mile Creek Ranch is located in the northern portion of Goshen County
in southeast Wyoming. The ranch is approximately 30 miles north of Lingle and 27 miles south of
Lusk, Wyoming with year-round access provided by U.S. Highway 85. The ranch is adjacent to 2-1/2
miles of highway frontage. Harris Ranch County Road travels west off Highway 85 for approximately
one-half mile to the main headquarters then continues on to the northwestern end of the ranch. The
county roads are graveled and maintained year-round. This allows easy access to several cities and
towns in the four-state area:

The Seven Mile Creek Ranch is an extremely well-balanced, year-round operation. The elevation of
the ranch ranges between 4,519 to 4,782 feet above sea level and is divided by U.S. Highway 85. On
the east side of the highway, there are approximately 3,000 acres of rolling rangeland and draws.
This portion of the ranch is cross-fenced into four separate pastures with water provided by three
reliable windmills and one well with a submersible pump. Two of the windmills have submersible
pumps under the windmill cylinder. Live water traverses through two of the pastures.

The balance of the acreage is on the west side of U.S. Highway 85. There are approximately 7,000
acres which are divided into twelve pastures. Seven of the twelve pastures have live water, and the
other five pastures are just a gate away from live water. Rawhide Creek traverse west to east for 5-
1/2 miles through this portion of the ranch. Historically, the majority of Rawhide Creek does not
freeze during the winter months which allows for optimum use during colder months. Jay Em Creek
meanders along the west side of U.S. Highway 85 and east of the main headquarters for
approximately 1-1/2 miles providing year-round live water.
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In summary, seven miles of creek bottom provide excellent protection for livestock as well as being a
year-round source of water for both livestock and wildlife. Six windmills, three of which are equipped
with submersible pumps which can be operated by generators, are located west of Highway 85 as are
five additional wells with submersible pumps powered by Wyrulec and Niobrara Electric Associations.
Within the last year and half, the owners have installed three miles of underground pipeline, six large
rubber tire tanks, three 36 inch culverts in Rawhide Creek, and hydrants to water trees.

Soils on the ranch consist of primarily loamy soil which produces excellent species of hardy grasses
including native gramma grasses, buffalo grass, black root and sand grasses, as well as western
wheat grasses. These soils are predominantly sandier, and are more like the sand hills as opposed to
gumbo type soils.

CONSERVATION SERVICE PROGRAM

Due to the exemplary grazing practices utilized on the Seven Mile Creek Ranch, the USDA has
awarded the ranch participation into the Conservation Service Program. This program will generate
an income of approximately $40,000 per year for the next five years, and upon approval by the USDA,
it could be transferred to the new owner.

CARRYING CAPACITY

The carrying capacity of the ranch is owner-rated at 475 cow/calf pairs year-round which equates to
22.5 acres per pair with supplemental hay during the winter.

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COMMUNITY AMENITIES

Lingle, Wyoming, population 510, located in the middle of Goshen County in southeastern Wyoming,
is situated among rich farm land along the North Platte River. Sitting along the Oregon Trail, western
history is at its best in Lingle and the surrounding areas. Several historical sites including the Grattan
Massacre Site, Western Plains Historic Preservation Center, and Fort Laramie are easily accessible
from Lingle. Community amenities include a K-12 public school system, restaurants, bank, post
office, retail stores and a farm/implement dealership. For higher education, Torrington, Wyoming and
Scottsbluff, Nebraska both have accredited community colleges.

Lusk has all the desirable amenities of a traditional rural Wyoming town. It has an excellent school
system with a low student/teacher ratio (K-12), two banks, several churches, restaurants, a town
library, fairgrounds, hospital, an incredible nine-hole golf course, a weekly newspaper, retail stores,
and veterinary clinic. Lusk also has a 5,058 foot paved, lighted airstrip suitable for small jets and all
private planes, at an elevation of 4,964 feet above sea level.

Situated in the heart of cattle country, these nearby towns provide excellent agricultural services for
the Seven Mile Creek Ranch. Torrington, the county seat of Goshen County, provides convenient
access to machinery and parts as well as two large livestock marketing facilities — one being
Wyoming's largest, nationally-known livestock auction.

1-1/2 miles of year-round live water provided by Jay Em Creek which flows alongside U.S. Highway
85. In addition to the seven miles of live water, there are three miles of underground pipeline, nine
working windmills, and six wells with submersible pumps located throughout the ranch; all provide
excellent quality and quantity of water for livestock and wildlife. There are also two irrigation wells that
could be connected to supply a 70 to 80 acre sprinkler system. Additional irrigation wells could be
drilled on the ranch, and there is room for sprinkler systems on the western portion of the ranch.
