SIZE & DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY 
 
The present owners have designed and built the facilities on the Thomas Horse Property for a variety 
of purposes.  These include a place to train horses in a variety of disciplines, give riding instructions, 
and providing adequate room to board horses.  There is a demand for this type of facility in the area 
making the income potential of this property its greatest asset.
